Under the guidance of the Technical Department, all Coach Mentors will provide feedback,
direction and assistance to ensure volunteer coaches are successful in their role.

e Monitor and keep equipment throughout the soccer season.

e Must have Ontario Soccer’s Making Headway in Soccer and Rule of Two Certifications

e Must have your Game Leader Certification

e FUNdamentals trained
